Plastid/Chloroplast rRNA Processing
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General Comments

Arrangement of operons similar to prokaryotic operons, except that there is an exclusive presence ot two specific tRNAs, isoleu and ala, between the 16 and 23 s. The tRNAs in land plants are split by introns; The 23s RNA in Chlamydomonas species  has a Group I intron, and in land plants, a 4.5S species lies between the 23 and 5 s (thus, the land plant ribosomes are a “4” RNA ribosome).
